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I. INTRODUCTION

A. Project Description:

1. The West Bengal Drinking Water Sector Improvement Project (WBDWSIP) aims to
provide safe, reliable, and continuous drinking water as per Government of India’s standard
to about 6 million people in the arsenic, fluoride, and salinity affected selected areas of North
& South 24 Parganas, East Medinipur and Bankura districts in accordance with the Vision
2020 of Government of West Bengal (GOWB) and Government of India Strategy for Drinking
Water Supply. The Project will ensure drinking water security through 24x7 piped water
supply schemes in the areas covered. The Project have the following key outputs:

(i) Outputl: Climate Resilient Drinking Water Infrastructure constructed; and

(if) Output2: Institutions and capacity of stakeholders for drinking water service delivery
strengthened.

2. Under Output 1, the Project aims to provide 70 liters per capita per day of potable
water through metered household connections on a 24/7 basis to each household in the
selected districts, and potable bulk water at the prescribed national standards to the
enroute urban centers. The distribution systems will be designed on district metering area
(DMA) basis, provided upto the household level including community and government
institutions, such as schools, anganwadis centers under Integrated Child development
Scheme, ICDS, etc. complete with district meters and domestic water meters, and
integrated with smart management and monitoring tools, such as SCADA, electronic billing
and collection tools. Bulk water supply systems will be interconnected on a grid-based
supply system where feasible. PHED district offices will be responsible for operating,
maintaining and monitoring the bulk water systems, whereas the Gram Panchayat (GP) will
operate and maintain the distribution network. The Zilla Parishad (ZP), administrative body
at the district level, and Panchayat Samiti (PS), administrative body at the block level, will
be involved in coordinating, technical support and monitoring role at the district and block
level, respectively

3. The project, WBDWSIP, has been divided into subprojects that will undertake Bulk
Water Supply and distribution in selected blocks of North 24 Parganas, South 24
Parganas, Bankura and East Medinipur. The subprojects are further sub-divided into
packages.

4, Provision of a water supply distribution system in the fluoride (groundwater) affected
block of Taldangra in Bankura district is taken up under the WBDWSIP. A parallel
subproject, implemented under WBDWSIP, will provide bulk water supply (treated water)
for further distribution to the households in the project area in Taldangra. The package
WW/BK/01 is for supplying bulk water in the blocks of Indpur and Taldangra. The package
includes construction of raw water intake well cum pumping station and approach bridge in
Mukutmanipur reservoir and Kungarbahal mouza; raw water transmission main from intake to
WTP; 44 MLD Water Treatment Plant (WTP) at Kungar Bahal and Jhantipahari mouza; clear
water transmission main including Ground Level Storage Reservoir (GLSR) near Gobindapur
village in Indpur block.



B. Scope of this Report:

5. This land acquisition and resettlement Due Diligence Report (DDR) for the Package
WW/BK/01 is prepared for bulk water supply in Indpur and Taldangra Block. The DDR is
being converted from Resettlement Plan in the light of updated design and information for the
package as on 03 March 2023 availed from Design Supervision and Institutional Support
Consultant (DSISC) and Project Implementation Unit (PIU). A due diligence process has
been conducted to examine the land acquisition and resettlement issues in detail. This report
describes the findings and provides copies of relevant documents, community consultations
and photographs.

6. The Shilabati River is crossing the road Bankura to Khatra. The road is traversing
from North to South. The bridge of the river is situated over the road at Chainage 20+970 in
between Gobindapur (GLSR site) and Hatirampur. An abandoned (non-operated) bridge is
also found on the Left-hand-side (eastern side) of the bridge, now in operation. During
preparation of DPR for the project (WBDWSIP) route of pipe laying was designed
considering the left-hand-side (LHS) in between the Bridge in operation and the abandoned
bridge but the Irrigation and Waterways Department (I&WD), Government of West Bengal is
not agreed to allow this proposition. This resulted into redesigning and changing of alignment
of pipe laying.

7. As per the laid guidelines of Irrigation and Waterways Department (I&WD),
Government of West Bengal, route of pipeline must be designed beyond 30.00 meters from
the abandoned bridge. As a consequence of that the route of pipeline has been redesigned
and shifted to long distance from the road side and the portion of the land on which the
shifting has been done is also owned by the Government. The design team of DSISC,
Contractor and PIU together have visited the sites several times and compared the earlier
design of pipeline on the left-hand side with the right-hand side of the road. Possibilities and
advantages were explored for laying of pipes on the right-hand side of the road and taken the
decision to shift the route of pipeline from Left Hand Side to Right Hand Side (that is from East
to West side of the presently operating bridge) so that any kind of adverse impact could be
avoided.

8. The Social Safeguard Team of DSISC has visited all along the routes of proposed
new alignment of pipeline. It was observed that there would be no impact on the business
establishments or any other impacts are foreseen for the shifting of alignment from left-hand
side to right-hand side of the road.



. SUBPROJECT DESCRIPTION

A. About the Subproject Area:

9. As per information available in the project report of PHED, only 8.76% of the total rural
habitations in the selected project blocks are connected with piped water supply based on
ground / sub-surface water sources. The impact of ground water abstraction and the
associated risks of fluoride contamination in the block of Indpur and Taldangra cannot be
undermined. In effect, a comprehensive Piped Water Supply Scheme (PWSS) was essential
to be drawn up with respect to sustainable water sources to effectively mitigate the risks and
impact of Fluoride contamination.

B. Subproject Description:

10. The subproject under Package WW/BK/01 includes — Water Source for Intake, Water
Treatment Plant, Raw Water Transmission Main, Clear Water Transmission Mains and
Ground Level Storage Reservoir.

11. The subproject components under package WW/BK/01 include the following:

Component A: Design, build, supply, install and commission raw water intake well
cum pumping station and approach bridge in Mukutmanipur reservoir and raw water
transmission main from Intake well to WTP located near Gorabari GP (Kungar Bahal
and Jhantipahari mouza) in Khatra block, with all ancillary Civil, Mechanical, Electrical
and Instrumentation works and SCADA all complete.

Component B: Design, build, supply, install and commission of Water Treatment
Plant including clear water reservoir and pumping station, sub-station with all ancillary
Civil, Mechanical, Electrical and Instrumentation works and SCADA all complete.

Component C: Design, supply, laying and commissioning of clear water transmission
main including design and commissioning of the intermediate Ground level Storage
reservoir and allied works near Gobindapur village in Indpur block with all ancillary
Civil, Mechanical, Electrical and Instrumentation Works and SCADA all complete.

Component D: Operation and Maintenance of the Design-Built Works for a period of 2
years after successful commissioning as per the scope under this contract.

12. Summary of the subproject components is provided in Table 1.

1. FIELD WORK AND PUBLIC CONSULTATION

A. Outline of Filed Work

13. During February 2023 field visits have been carried out at the subproject site locations
for the bulk water supply project that includes the locations of the intake, WTP, along the stretch
of clear water transmission main and GLSR to take a note of impact (if any) of the new
alignment. Inspections were also carried out along the stretch of changed new alignment of
Clear Water Transmission Main especially the market areas of Hatirampur, Supur and Tilabani.
The entire land requirement for laying of the clear water transmission mains will be fulfilled by
Government roads — the pipelines will be laid within the ROW of PWD roads, Zilla Parishad
Roads and village road.

14, Site visit in the project area was undertaken by a team of social safeguards,
environmental safeguards and the design engineers from the Design Supervision Consultants
(DSISC) in March and April 2024. The purpose of the site visit was to assess the impacts for the
construction of the proposed project activities. The team assessed that there is no involuntary
resettlement impact, either in terms of physical displacement or disruption of livelihood due to
construction of the WTP/GLSR and transmission mains.

15. Inspections were carried out along the stretch of changed new alignment of Clear Water
Transmission Main especially the market areas of Hatirampur, Supur and Tilabani. The entire
land requirement for laying of the clear water transmission mains will be fulfilled by government
roads — the pipelines will be laid within the ROW of PWD roads, Zilla Parishad Roads and village
road.

B. Public Consultations

16. Public consultations have been carried throughout subproject package areas. These
consultations mainly focused on project benefits, features, VWSC, operation and maintenance by
panchayat, people’s involvement, water conservation, grievance redress mechanism etc. People
present informed about problem of water availability and quality. In many places people had to
rely on bad quality drinking water. People were very happy for this project; they informed that it
will solve their problem of water availability and hazard due to drinking of bad quality water.
People were concerned about charges for water supply connection, they were informed that it is
not yet decided whether there will be any charges for the facility and if charged, that too will be
affordable for everyone. Consultation was also conducted at the earlier stage with the owners of
the private land for GLSR. List of public consultations are given in Table 4. Summary of public
consultations are given in Appendix 3

17. The participants were already aware of the project, and they expressed their willingness
to provide support during the execution of the work. The participants informed that proposed
work will be beneficial to their area as it will help to improve the living conditions and public
health.

18. The key stakeholders were briefed about the (i) technical details of project and project
implementation cycle; (ii) the project benefits as well as no adverse impacts envisaged during
construction; (iii) environmental and social safeguards; (iv) gender inclusion; and, (v) community
participation aspects built into the project. Consultations with APs during transect walks mainly
included concerns such as traffic disruptions and impacts on livelihood. It was informed to them
that appropriate measures will be undertaken during construction to minimize impacts (including
scheduling of activities during the early morning and reducing construction activities during the
rush hour). It was also informed that, if despite mitigation measures, there would be any
temporary impacts on livelihood; these would be compensated in accordance with the
entittement matrix as specified in Resettlement Framework of the project.

C. Summary Outcome of Consultations

19. Under package BK/0O1 one private land parcels is purchased for construction of GLASR at
Gobindpur Mouza of Indpur block; which is owned by 25 land owners (Appendix-10.) The
consultations primarily highlighted the developmental interventions, perceived impacts and
mitigation measures and public participation during implementation. The landowners were satisfied
with the land purchase process, which maintained 100% transparency and offered the actual market
value of their land. They expressed happiness about being part of this project, contributing to the
availability of pure drinking water for society by selling their land.

20. Affordability of water charge has been a pertinent question raised both by the Gram
Panchayat members and the community — however almost all agreed to pay the water charges
if they get the facility of household water connections. The community agreed that the project
will help reduce time taken for water collection as well health expenditures. The Gram
Panchayat members expressed concern regarding the adequacy/sufficiency of OHRs per Gram
Panchayat. It was clarified by PHED personnel present during the consultation that the OHRs
would covers most parts of the command area and the remaining would be covered by nearby
OHRs of other Zone. On-time completion of the project was another concern of the panchayat
members and it was told that the project work is not expected to take longer than 3 years.
Creating job opportunities was the other question of the Gram Panchayat Members — it was
mentioned that the existing PHED workers will be given first preference, further if there is

requirement, then workers from the local community would be employed during the construction
phase.

21. The WBDWSIP will extend and expand the consultation and disclosure process during
the construction period and will include the vulnerable people! in the process. The project
management consultants will conduct training of contractors (engineers as well as safeguards
personnel). The PMU/PIU, will design and conduct a public awareness campaign during project
implementation. A consultation and participation consultant will be mobilized for the preparation
and implementation of community awareness activities. The Project information Brochure (PIB)
include the following information: (i) a brief background of the project (ii) resettlement impacts;
(i) the entittements due to the affected persons; (v) timing of payments; (vi) the schedule of
displacement; (vii) grievance redress mechanism; and (viii) contact persons at . Information
dissemination and consultation will continue throughout the project cycle.

! Vulnerable households/Pumping Station in the context of project comprise (i) those below the poverty line, (ii) the
elderly, (iii) women and children, (iv) scheduled caste, (v) scheduled tribe, (vi) the landless, (vii) those without legal
title to land, (viii) woman-headed households, (ix) disabled-headed household, (x) elderly-headed households, and
(xi) transgender people.

IV. SCOPE OF LAND ACQUISTION AND RESETTLEMENT IMPACTS

22. The scope of land acquisition and involuntary resettlement is identified based on the
design and field visits to each location like, Intake, WTP, GLSR site and the entire stretch of
transmission main. No involuntary acquisition of private land is anticipated. The only private land
parcel under the said package for construction of GLSR is already purchased through
negotiated settlement or direct purchase as per the Government directivel. The entire civil
works under the subproject for the clear water transmission main are proposed within the
existing RoW of Government roads (Zilla Parishad roads, Public Works Department (PWD)
roads and village roads). As per the preliminary design, likely temporary livelihood impact for 10
days on 39 shops was anticipated due to access disruption during laying of pipes. However, as
per the revised final design prepared by the Engineering team of PIU and DSISC and due to
changing of the alignment, from left hand side to the right-hand side, there will be no adverse
impact neither on livelihood of any person nor on any kind of establishment as because the
pipes will be laid in the right side within the shoulder of existing roads.

23. There is a Bridge on Shilabati River on the road from Bankura to Khatra. The bridge is
situated on the road at Chainage of 20+970. An abandoned (non-operated) bridge is also found
on the left side of the bridge, now in operation. During preparation of DPR for the project
(WBDWSIP) route of pipeline was designed on the left-hand-side (LHS) in between the Bridge
in operation and the bridge abandoned, but the Irrigation and Waterways Department (I&WD),
Government of West Bengal didn’t agree to allow this proposition. This led to redesigning the
alignment of pipe lines.

24, After discussion, it came to the limelight that as per the rules laid by the Irrigation and
Waterways Department (I&WD), Government of West Bengal, the route of pipeline must be
designed beyond 30.00 meters from the abandoned bridge as advised by the Irrigation and
Waterways Department (I&WD), Government of West Bengal. As a consequence of that the
route of pipeline is shifted to a long distance from the road side and the land on which the pipe
is proposed to be laid is owned by the Government of West Bengal. The design team of DSISC,
Contractor and PIU together have undertaken several visited to the sites and compared with the
earlier design of pipeline on the left-hand side and the right-hand side of the road. They also
explored the possibility of laying pipes on the right-hand side (RHS) of the road and finally
decided to shift the route of pipeline from Left Hand Side to Right Hand Side (that is from East
to West side of the presently operating bridge).

25. The Social Safeguard Team of DSISC also has visited all along the routes of changed
new alignment of pipeline. It is observed that there would be no impact on the business
establishments or any other impacts are foreseen for the shifting of alignment from left-hand
side to right-hand side of the road.

26. It is also observed that by shifting the pipe line laying design simply from Left Hand Side
to Right Hand Side, the earlier envisaged temporary livelihood impacts shown in the
Resettlement Plan on 39 shops located on three markets, namely, Hatirampur, Supur and
Tilabani markets could be avoided. The photographs documenting the mitigation of the impact
on 39 shopkeepers is appended in Appendix-4 . Considering this aspect, the safeguard report is
updated as the Due Diligence Report (DDR) for package BKP/01. A summary of Land
acquisition and Involuntary Resettlement Impact under the Package is given in Table-5.



27. No involuntary acquisition of private land is anticipated, as procurement of land for public
purpose has been done through negotiated settlement or direct purchase as per a government
directive with third party oversight.? The entire civil works under the subproject for the
transmission mains and distribution network is within the boundaries or Right of Way (RoW) of
government roads (mainly panchayat roads, PWD roads, State Highways). No impacts
(temporary or permanent) to structures along the government right-of-way or temporary loss of
income to shops/businesses are anticipated.

A. Raw Water Intake and Electrical Substation:

28. As per the design, raw water will be abstracted from Mukutmanipur dam near

Jhantipahari mouza. PHED had already received NOC from Irrigation and Waterways
Department (I&WD) for extraction of 32 MLD water [letter no. 263-I/I-4M-02/2015 (pt.) dt.
22/06/2017]. The NOC is attached in Appendix 6.As design year has been considered as 2050
additional 12 MLD water is required for the subproject. PHED has already received permission
from 1&WD for extraction of additional 12 MLD water [memo no. — 06-1/1-4M-48/2012 dt. 14-01-

2 Memorandum No. 3145-LP/1A-03/14 dated 24/11/2014 issued by Government of West Bengal, Department of Land
and Land Reforms, Section 3.
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2021]. The NOC from I&WD is attached in Appendix 7. Electrical Substation to be constructed in
the WTP area itself. Land was under ownership of Irrigation and Waterways Department,
Government of West Bengal (GOWB). PHED had already received land possession certificate
for Pump house substation land [memo no. - LM/301/1(7)/LR/Kht./20 dt. 19/02/2020]. Land
possession certificate and certified copy of Record of Rights are attached in Appendix 8. As
intake will be constructed within the available land area of the Mukutmanipur Dam area,
therefore, no land acquisition or involuntary resettlement impact is anticipated.

B. Raw Water Transmission Mains and Water Treatment Plan:

29. The Water Treatment Plan (WTP) is shifted near intake point in order to avoid acquiring
private land in the approach road to old WTP. The new land for WTP is a vacant government
land (I&WD) free of encumbrances. The land is measuring 9.347 acre comprising 2.446 acre in
plot No. 01 in Mouza - Kungar Bahal, J.L. No. - 159 and 6.901 acre in plot No. 02 in Mouza -
Jhantipahari, J.L. No. - 162, both under P.S. Khatra, District Bankura. Earlier I&QWD had issued a
letter to Land and Land Reforms & Refugee Relief and Rehabilitation Department recommending
towards relinquishment of the new WTP land [Memo No. 287-(LAM) dated, 06-09-2021]. The
said document is attached in Appendix 9. Inter-departmental land transfer process is completed
for new WTP land and PHED has also received the possession certificate from the concerned
authority. The copy of Land possession certificate for WTP land under Package BK/O1 is
annexed in Appendix 10. Raw water transmission main will be laid from intake sump cum pump
house to the Water Treatment Plant (WTP). There is a change in length of raw water
transmission-main as the WTP is being transferred near intake point. The length of raw water
transmission main changed from 2.9 km to 0.65 km and the diameter is unchanged, which is 800
mm. Google earth image showing change in WTP location and raw water transmission main is
given in Figure — 2.

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C. Clear Water Transmission Mains:

30. Clear Water Transmission Mains (CWTM) will be laid for conveying clear water from WTP
to Ground Level Storage Reservoir (GLSR) along the RoW of government roads (PWD roads,
Zilla Parishad roads and village road). PHED has already received permission from concerned
departments for laying of CWTM pipeline. The mentioned permission letters are attached in
Appendix 11. The pipelines is being laid using open cut method. Jack pushing method will only
be used for crossing road at Gobindapur more of Indpur Block. Earlier during Resettlement Plan
preparation and revalidation of safeguard impacts, 39 shops were identified which were likely to
face temporary livelihood loss due to access disruption for a period of 10 days. Now due to
shifting of alignment of clear water transmission main no person/ establishment is anticipated to
be impacted. The length of CWTM has changed from 20.7 km to 22.3 km but diameter is
unchanged i.e. 700 mm. Google earth image showing change in alignment of Clear Water
Transmission Main is given in Figure — 3 and change of pipeline alignment in two market places
(Hatirampur and Supur market) is given in Figure — 4. Although there is no change of alignment
in Tilabani market area, during field visits it is found that no shops or entities is likely to be
impacted.

31. This change in alignment was considered because; (i) the advice of I&WD, pipeline has
to be laid beyond 30.00 meters from the abandoned bridge on Shilabati River; (ii) PIU, DSISC
and contractor engineers were exploring possibilities of changing alignment of CWTM in order
avoid impact in three market areas (Hatirampur, Supur and Tilabani market area). Now the clear
water transmission main pipeline alignment is shifted from left-hand side to right-hand side. Site
visits were conducted all along the routes of proposed alignment of pipeline. It was observed
that there would be no impact on the business establishments or any other impacts are
foreseen for the shifting of alignment from left-hand side to right-hand side of the road. Details of
clear water transmission main pipeline as per updated design alignment are given in Table — 6.

D. Ground Level Storage Reservoir :

32. Under the package a Ground Level Storage Reservoir (GLSR) of 2500 KL is being
constructed for storage of clear water before pumping to the Intermediate Boosting Pumping
Station (IBPS) for distribution to OHRs and secondary IBPS/GLSR. The land for GLSR was a
private land situated at Gobindapur mouza in Indpur block (Plot no- 1222 & 1223, JL — 160)
measuring 1.56 acre belonging to 25 private land owners. The land parcel for GLSR was a rain-
fed agricultural plot. The owners were consulted earlier and they agreed to sell the land at a
negotiated price as it is being used for public welfare and as they will be financially benefited.
Hence, there will be no involuntary land acquisition due to construction of GLSR under this
package. Registration process for the land has already been completed by District level Land
Purchase Committee, Third party certification is also completed. Purchase deed for said land
parcel is attached in Appendix 13. Socio-economic profile of land owners is given in Appendix
12. Third Party Certification documents are annexed in Appendix 14. A detail of the land
ownership and land use in the area where the intake, pump house substation, WTP and GLSR is
to be constructed is provided in Appendix — 1.

33. Under package BK/01 PHED has received rights-of-way permission from PWD for Supur
— Deulagora road (0.00km to 8.00 km) and Gobindapur — Supur road (30km — 41km). PHED
has also received ROW permission for Zilla Parishad road.

34. It needs to be mentioned that during the laying of the pipelines along the market areas or
any congested place within the Block, if there are any potential access disruption identified (any
unanticipated impact), the civil works contract for Package WW/BK/01 will have specific
provisions related to impact avoidance for pipe laying activities as well as construction work
near common property resources (schools, health centers, ICDS Centers, etc). The civil works
contract under this package has specific provisions related to impact avoidance for pipeline
laying activities as well as construction work near common property resources. The works
contractor will be required to maintain access to shops and residences or other buildings along
pipe alignments and to institutions located close to proposed sites, and safety through hard
barricading of excavated alignments/sites.

35. The civil works contract under the WBDWSIP have specific provisions related to impact
avoidance for pipeline laying activities as well as construction work near common property
resources. The works contractor has maintained all kinds of safety through hard barricading of
excavated alignments/sites. Following measures has been taken care by the contractor:- (a)
announcement of civil works in advance (b) provision of planks to ensure pedestrian access; (c)
careful timing of implementation to avoid peak sale hours/days or school timings etc. (d)
minimizing construction period to the extent possible; (e) signage with project details and
contact details for grievance redress; and (f) proper traffic management. Currently, PHED
informally offers through its contractors, one operation related job per site purchased through
negotiated settlement (to any one member of the households of land sellers, jointly nominated
by them). Based upon socio-economic profile of land owners, none of them were found to be
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extremely poor (no vulnerable). Hence, no support is required, PHED considers offering
operation related jobs to a maximum of 2 persons belonging to land seller households, per site.
These arrangements will be formalized and implemented through the contract.

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V. INFORMATION DISSEMINATION

36. Information dissemination and disclosure has been a continuous process since the
beginning of the project. The Design, Supervision and Institutional Support Consultant (DSISC),
Environment and Social Safeguard Unit (ESSU) of PIU and ESC of PMU will continue
consultations, information dissemination, and disclosure. A strategy for continued consultation
and patrticipation is and will be undertaken as per the WBDWSIP Resettlement Framework. This
draft updated Due Diligence Report will be disclosed on ADB'’s website and PMU (PHED)
websites. Project information will be continually disseminated through disclosure of DDR
documents, as and when updated. The consultation process will be continuous, through the
project cycle.

VI. CONCLUSIONS

A. Summary and conclusion:

37. No involuntary resettlement impact is anticipated for construction of the subproject
components based on the available design and information received from PHED, DSISC and
Contractor, Bankura. The raw water Intake sump cum pump house and Approach Bridge to be
constructed on Kangsabati (Mukutmanipur) Reservoir, WTP to be constructed on Government
land parcel free from encumbrances; and GLSR on private land already purchased through
negotiated settlement. The private land for GLSR was a rain fed agricultural plot and owners
agreed to sell the land at a negotiated price as it is being used for public welfare and they will be
financially benefited. The WTP is shifted near intake point and it has changed raw water
transmission main length and route, it will be laid through bank of Mukutmanipur dam, intake
and WTP land. The clear water transmission mains pipelines will be laid along the RoW of
government roads (PWD roads, Zilla Parishad roads and village road). PHED has already
received RoW permission from concerned departments for laying pipeline. The impacts
identified earlier in the CWTM during Resettlement Plan and revalidation study can be avoided
due to change in pipeline alignment design. This change in alignment is due to; (i) As per advice
of 1&WD pipeline has to be laid beyond 30.00 meters from the abandoned bridge on Shilabati
River; also (ii) PIU, DSISC and contractor engineers were exploring possibilities of changing
alignment of CWTM in order avoid impact in three market areas (Hatirampur, Supur and
Tilabani market area). As there is no impact on the private land therefore there is no involuntary
resettlement impact and the Resettlement Plan is closed and being converted into Due
Diligence Report. In this context, a self-declaration from respective PIU, Bankura regarding non
implementation of the resettlement plan for package BKB/O1 is received and appended in
Appendix 5. Laying of the pipelines may potentially cause temporary disruption to road users,
pedestrians and community people — this will be avoided by using proper mitigation measures.
Such civil work disruptions will be mitigated during construction by the contractor through simple
measures such as provisions of planks for pedestrian access to shops and proper traffic
management.

38. The Land purchased in this Package has the documents like i) Registered Deed of Land
purchase; ii) NoC from the land owners; iii) Third Party Certification; and iv) Mutation of land
transfer to the PHED etc. All the relevant documents have been includer in the updated DDR.
Only the mutation of some lands would be submitted once the documents have been uploaded
by the concerned BLLRO office.

No adverse impacts to indigenous peoples as per ADB SPS are identified as a result of the
project.
